Visit the
famous Avenida de Mayo that runs into the Plaza De
Mayo surrounded by the Casa Rosada, the Cabildo
that was built during Spanish rule and step inside the
Metropolitan Cathedral. The mausoleum of General San
Martin and Pope Francisco used to celebrate religious
services inside the Cathedral. Continue to one of the
most stunning buildings in the city, Colén Opera House
which has been a Buenos Aires landmark since it was
built in 1908 and was born due to a society which had
become devoted to opera since the early XIX century.
La Boca, a most colorful area with the famous street
Canminito is our next exploration. After La Boca area you
will pass by the modern district of Puerto Madero, the
former port area, where you will enjoy lunch.

BUENOS AIRES

Today, visit the Northern Area of the city, enjoying

a guided tour to La Recoleta, one of the city's most
glamorous spots. This residential area is famous for its
sculptures and French style buildings. You will visit during
this tour Recoleta Cemetery, founded in 1822 and it is
the oldest one in Buenos Aires. La Biela Café is located
at Quintana 600, this is the “must” corner at Recoleta
area, a historical bar with more than 150 years history.
You will have coffee here and taste some of the typical
"Medialunas” Crosissants. Continue further north driving
to Palermo, the green area of the city with its beautiful
parks, the City Zoo, Botanical Garden, Argentine Horse
Track and National Polo Fields. Palermo is well-known
for its artificial lakes as well. After your panoramic drive,
head back to the Hotel.

DAY 4

BUENOS AIRES » COLONIA DEL
SACRAMENTO » MONTEVIDEO
(2 NIGHTS)

This moming, take a ferry ride from Buenos Aires to
Colonia del Sacramento, a charming litle town right on
the shore of the Rio de la Plata. Both Portuguese and
Spanish settlers have influenced the city s development
seen in the unique colonial style in the historic centre
and is a UNESCO World Heritage since 1995. Upon
arrival, you will start a city tour through Colonia. Among
the sites you'll be visiting, are the San Carlos Bullfight
Arena, the San Benito Chapel, Horse Racetrack, the
Power Plant, Dock, Colonia’s West coast and beaches,
as well as the neighbourhoods and shopping areas.
Continue to the pedestrian only and historic Old Town
founded in 1680 by the Portuguese. You will see several
points of interest like the old city gates, the “Street of
Sighs”, the Main Square, the ruins of the San Francisco
Church (the oldest ruins in Uruguay), the Lighthouse,

Governor's House, the Sacramento Basilica and
more along the way. lunch at a local Restaurant.
Afterwards, continue your journey to Montevideo.

DAY 5
MONTEVIDEO SIGHTSEEING

Next we visit the Congress Building: This
huge building is the pride of Uruguay, constructed
between 1908 and 1925 with local marble
consisting of 52 colors and 12 types of wood.
Afterwards we head to the Old City with its famous
Mercado del Puerto, Constitution Square, Colonial
Town Hall and Independence Square. At the center
of which stands a monument dedicated to national
hero, José Gervasio Artigas and his Mausoleum.

Inter-city Travel By private motorcoach, trains,
cruises and ferries (see itinerary).

Air Transportation: Not Included.

Guided Vacation By air-conditioned luxury motor
coaches. Trafalgar operates a daily seat rotation
system and enforces a strict no smoking and no
alcohol policy on board motor coaches. Regular
comfort stops are made on travelling days.

Hotel Accommodation Prices are per person,
based on two persons sharing with private bath or
shower. Triple rooms may be available in limited
numbers. Triple rooms will often feature one
foldaway bed plus one double bed. Three adults may
find these rooms small and suitcase space slightly
restricted. They are generally more suitable for two
adults and one child. Quad rooms are not available.
Every effort has been made to reserve two-bed rooms;
however, on some occasions, rooms with one double
bed may be the only choice available. These rooms
will be allocated to single travelers and couples

first. Many hotels are 100% smoke-free, including

all guest rooms, restaurants, lounges, meeting rooms
and public spaces. Smoking in a non-smoking room
may result in a fine. Substitute hotels may be used
sometimes. We try to use hotels of similar standard.
Travel Director Guided vacations are conducted in
English by a professional Travel Director.

Meals are included as detailed on the itinerary.
Sightseeing Experiences, entrance fees and an
English Speaking Local Specialist (when required) are
included as detailed in the itinerary.

Transfers Between airports, hotels, railway stations
and piers are included as indicated on the vacation
itinerary. There will be no refund for missed or unused
transfers. If you did not purchase your flights from
Trafalgar, you will need to provide your arrival and
departure flight information to Trafalgar.

Porterage Baggage handling of one suitcase

per person, at each guided vacation hotel. Due

to limited motorcoach capacity, a single bag is
allowed with dimensions not exceeding 30”x18"x10”
(76x46x25cm) and weight not exceeding 50 Lbs.
(23kg). Airlines may impose stricter weight and

size limits for luggage and may also charge fees

for checked baggage, including the first checked
bag. Please check with your airline(s) directly for
their most current baggage regulations and related
fees. Trafalgar is not responsible for additional

fees imposed by air carriers regarding baggage. A
charge of US$6/CA$6 or local currency equivalent
per traveling day will be collected by the Travel
Director if a second piece of baggage is permitted

to be carried, or if suitcase exceeds weight or size
limits. This is not assurance that luggage in excess

of limits on size, weight and number of pieces will

be permitted on the motor coach. Carry-on/hand
luggage is restricted to one piece per person, not
exceeding 12"x11"x6" (30x28x14 cm) to fit under
your motorcoach seat or in the small overhead
compartment. Carry-on/hand luggage handling is the
responsibility of each guest and must be taken on and
off the motorcoach by you each day of the guided
vacation. Carry-ons with telescopic handles
and wheels will not fit in the overhead
compartments or under seats and therefore,
cannot be accepted as carry-on luggage

Land and Air Final Payment - Is due no later than
60 days prior to the departure date. Payment in full
will be required at time of booking for reservations
made less than 60 days prior to the departure date.
Trafalgar reserves the right to cancel the reservation
and impose cancellation charges if any payment is
not received at 60 days prior to departure.

Payment - Trafalgar accepts payments by all major
credit cards. Please note: We require the cardholder’s
billing address, phone number and CVC code along
with their credit card number. Credit card transactions
cannot be completed in absence of this information.

AIR ARRANGEMENTS

When booking a guided vacation including flights,
you will be required at the time of booking to

provide us the full name as detailed on the passport,
date of birth, passport number, date and place of
issue and expiration date. Some airlines do not

allow name corrections and/or itinerary changes.
Such corrections and/or changes are subject to
additional fees, schedule changes and/or complete
loss of air reservation. Guests will be responsible for
any penalties (up to 100% of the airfare) charged

by the airlines for name corrections and itinerary
changes. Airlines (and other travel providers including
Trafalgar) change prices and routes from time to time.
All air routings are in the sole control of the airline
and are subject to change at any time.

Air Cancellation - 100% of the air ticket price will
be charged for cancellations received within 60 days
prior to departure.

If hard copy documents are
required the next day or earlier than 21 days prior to
departure an additional fee based on actual shipping
cost will apply.
